The undersigned, being supervisors of the Town of Blooming 
Grove, Dane County, Wisconsin hereby consent to the construction, 
maintenance and operation by the Madison Gas & Electric Company of 
Madison, Wisconsin, or its successors or assigns, of a line of 
poles and wires for the purpose of transmitting light and power 
along and w1tb1n the highway known a.au. s. High1t~ No. 12 from 
the easterly line of 11The Pines" plat in the N~ w. ¼ of Section 
30 to the westerly town line all in the N. w. ¼ of Section 30, 
Town of Blooming Grove, Dane County, Wisconsin. Said transmission

When the construction is along a State trunk 
highway, the State Highway Commission shall be notified. Such

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AN ORDINANCE 

Town of Blooming Grove 
Dane County, Wisconsin 

The Supervisors of the Town of Blooming Grove do ordain as follows: 

1 . The Ordinance for the sale of non-intoxioating liquors en­
titled 11E.1cense for Sale, Etc., of Non .. intoxicating Liquor 11

, is here­
by repealed. 

2. A new ordinance entitled "Licensing and Regulating the Sale 
of Non-intoxicating Liquor anq Prohibiting the Sale of Intoxicating 
Liquor 11 , is hereby enacted to read as follows: 

11LICENSING AND REGULATING THE SALE OF NON-INTOXICATING 
LIQUOR AND PROHIBITING THE SALE OF INTOXICATING LIQUOR. 11 

(1) It shall be unlawful for any person, firm, association or 
corporation to sell at wholesale or retail, or keep for sale at whole­
sale or retaii , within the Town of Blooming Grove, any beverage con­
taining alcohol in any degre'eexcept in strict accordance with the 
provisions of this section. 

(2) DEFINITIONS. Whenever the following terms are used in this 
section they shall be construed to have the meaning her~inafter in­
dicated: 

{a) 1'Dealer 11rshall mean any person, firm or corporation 
other than n brewer or bottler who shall sell, barter, exchange, offer 
for sale, have in possession with intent to sell, deal or traffic in, 
fermented malt beverages or light wines hereinafter defined, not to be 
consumed in or upon the premises where sold. 

(b} "Fermented Malt Beverages II shall mean any liquor or 
liquid capable of being used for beverage purposes, made by the al­
coholic fermentation of an infusion in potable water or barley malt 
and hops, with or without unmalted grains or decorticated and deger­
minated grains of sugar containing one- half of one per centum or more 
alcohol by volUI11eand ·not more than three and two- tenths per centu.m 
of alcohol by weight. 

{ c) 11Intoxicating Liquor11 shall mean any liquid capable of 
being used for beverage purposes containing more than three and two­
tenths percent of alcohol b7t weight.
