He 
stated much the same as had already been said, ending by saying that 
there were plenty of taverns nearby now.

Mrs. Runge was present to appe8r against the tavern. She asked 
Tuh'. Fisher if he remembered what he had s&id to her before election 
when he was running for chairman, April, 1934. She told him that he 
had said that he would do the right thing if he were elected. She 
asked him if he thought he was doing the right thing now, by being 
in favor of the tavern, when so may people were protesting against it.

Iltr. Fisher and IJir. Poole were asked if thel{ had any financial in­
te.rest in the proposed tavern. Both a.nswel'ed that they had. not. l,,'fr. 
Fisher said he hed not thought it necessary to ask ami one in Hoboken 
Beach whether or not the people in that vicinity would have any 
objections. Mrs. Ashman answel'ed, "But wa petitioned. You did not 
have tJ esk us whet we thought of e tavern. We petitioned you. Are 
you not going to respect that?" 

Miss Weber asked if a~ other kind of a business (aeything but e 
tavern) had been petitioned for and against, ana. those who kad 
petitioned against were the majority, if they would not be the ones 
to be given the consideration in the matter.

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HEALTH AND SEViAGE ORDINAfJCE 

An Ordinance relating· to the Tovm of Bloomin~ Grove, Dane County, governing 
water supply, toilets, waste disposal and sanitation of premises, providing 
for permits, fee, supervision and prescribing a penalty. 

The TO'wn Board of the Town of Blooming Grove~ Dane County, State of Wisconsin~ 
for the better protection of public health and to promote the public welfare 
in said tovmship do ordain as follows: 

Section 1. Legal Effe cts . These rules and regulations were adopted by the 
~ Town Board of the Town of Blooming Grove, Dane County, Wisconsin on 1936, 

and published in the official paper and posted as required by the VJisconsin Statutes 
under Chapter 60 of the Statutes and they have the effect and force of law, 

Section 2~ Where Applicable. The provisions of this ordin!l.Ilce shall be ap­
plicable to the 'Whole town of Blooming Grove plntted or subdivided into lots or par­
cels of land for residences, summer cottages, resorts, places of business, or places 
of public assemblage and not used wholly for agricultural purposes. 

Section 3, Nuisance Defined.-\lVho.tever is dungerous to humo.n life or henlth, 
and whatever renders the soil or air# or the vmter or any article of food or drink 
unwholesome or impure, is hereby declared to be a nuis~nce and unlawful. No person, 
firm or corporation shnll crente or :maintuin uny such thing or condition, nor shall 
llilY person deposit or permit to be deposited upon or adjacent to ony public roud, 
street, alley, thoroughfare or place, or upon· any lond or premises or in o:ny strerun 
or other body of ,vnter, within our bounderies, any putrid, foul or offensive smelling 
or unwholesome thing, or shall suffer or permit c.ny such thing; to o.ccv.mulr.to upon o.ny 
l~nd owned or occupied by him or them, nor sh~ll in nny way nid or contribute to the 

w crention or rno.intcnnnce thereof.

Section 4. Supervision. The town or hculth bonrd is hereby nuthorized to de~ 
sign~te or employ n. sc.._~itnry supervisor for the ~rcns prescribed in this ordin~nco 
ru:id to fix his compensntion ~.nd assign his duties. It shnll be his duty to enforce 
the provisions of this ordino.nce under the direction of tho tovm boo.rd of health or 
its hcnlth officer. Said snnita.ry supervisor is hereby uuthorized to enter ut rcQson­
able hours cny promises or structuro for the purpose of mo.king inspection nnd to en­
force the provisions of this ordinance. When so directed by the proper nuthorities 
he mn.y swe~ out wo.rro.nts mid bring court nction to prosecute o.ny violntion of this 
ordinunco. He sho.11 m:;i,ke reports to the town bar.rd ruid town hen.1th bonrd n.s Iru:'.y be 
required or directed by said bonrds. 

The sanitary supervisor under the dir0ction of tho tovm nnd honlth boc.rds is 
further nuthorized to uct for the boards in the issuing of permits, collecting of 
permit fees, nnd the enforcement of the regulutions of this ordinance, and muy per­
form such other duties ns the bo~rds 1tl!1.Y nssign. ~nencver ono feels nggricved by c.ny 
order of tho supervisor ho muy nppeul to the tmm bonrd in u mromor n.s sc1.id boc,rd rnny 
direct. 

Section 5. Inspection of Premises •. The town bonrd through its heulth bourd 
l shall ea.use every public prem..iso to be inspected ut lc~st once n yea.r o.nd oftener or 

~t rcgulnr intorvnls if doemod necessnry. Such inspection shnll include thorough 
exruninntion of o.11 the snnitc,ry upplinnces serving tho promises.
