Household Hazardous Material:

A permanent collection site for household hazardous waste is set up at the Shady Grove Transfer
Station at the intersection of Rt. 355 and Shady Grove Road. The hours are 1 — 5 PM Thursday and
Friday, 8 AM — 5 PM Saturday and 9:30 AM — 5 PM Sunday. Household hazardous waste includes
insecticides,

herbicides, pesticides, paint thinners, swimming pool chemicals and oil-based paints. For questions,
call the County at 240-777-6410.

Food Waste and Composting: Forty percent of food in the USA is wasted; the consumer is
responsible for approximately 30% of this waste.

Montgomery County aims to reduce waste and recycle 70% of the waste generated by 2020. In April
it released a Stratecic Plan to Advance Composting, Compost Use and Food Scraps Diversion. In an
effort to support the County's plan, the Village will discuss the opportunities and possible provision of
composting services for residents at the July 17 Council Meeting.
