Quorum was confirmed, with Supervisors Dennis Kekow and Dennis Daye were present. Others in attendance included Treasurer Mike Rozek, Fire Chief Greg Kemnitz, Dave & Pat Kappel, Gary & Mona Bibow, Joanie Kiggens, and Nancy Bores. 

Minutes from October 20th, 2025, meeting were read by the Clerk and approved. 

The Treasurer’s report was read and approved by the board. 

Monthly Vouchers #1880-1900 from General account for the month of November and #1012 from the F&M Acct were approved by the board and paid. 

Reports and Correspondences included the WTA County Christmas Party, Dec 11th, let the Clerk know if you are attending; the Clerk shared an email she received on asbestos disposal; the school board survey was mentioned; and the Clerk read the letter sent by the timber company about the issue on Evergreen Lane being resolved. Also, we received an email about our pavement ratings not being turned into the state yet; Kekow will speak to the county highway department about this, as they typically deal with this. It is due in December.

For Public Comment, Kekow brought up that we have seen some recent vandalism in the Town. We have had 6 signs knocked down in a week and a half, along 11th Rd and Ember. So far, this has added up to $950 that the Town has had to pay to replace the signs.
