The Town of Harris Budget Hearing was called to order at 6:35pm by Chairman Glenn Thalacker. Clerk Darlene Wulf led the Pledge of Allegiance. Quorum was confirmed, with Supervisors Dennis Kekow and Dennis Daye present. Others in attendance included Treasurer Mike Rozek, Fire Chief Greg Kemnitz, Dave and Pat Kappel, and Gary Thalacker.   

The Clerk went over the proposed budget for 2026. Discussion was had as questions came up from the Board and town electors. This included possibly fixing cemetery driveways along Cty Rd J in 2026. 

The Budget Hearing portion of the night was adjourned at 6:48 PM

The Town of Harris Special Elector Meeting was called to order at 6:48pm by Chairman Glenn Thalacker. Quorum was confirmed, with all those previously mentioned still in attendance. 

The Chairman asked if there was a motion to approve donating $1000 to the Sportsman’s Club for 2026 4th of July fireworks, to celebrate the 250th birthday of the US. Dennis Daye made the motion, with Greg Kemnitz seconding the motion, all in favor (9 aye’s), motion carried. 

The Chairman next asked if there was a motion to approve the levy for 2025 (payable in 2026) at the amount of $304,370. Daye made the motion with Dennis Kekow seconding the motion, all in favor (9 aye’s), motion carried. 

The Special Elector Meeting portion of the night was adjourned at 6:51pm. 

The Town of Harris Board of Supervisors Meeting was called to order to order at 7:10pm by Chairman Glen Thalacker. Quorum was confirmed, with all those previously mentioned still in attendance.

Minutes from the September 15th, 2025, meeting was read by the Clerk and approved. 

The Treasurer’s report was read and approved by the board. 

Monthly Vouchers #1880 -1887 from the general account and the EFT payment to the IRS for quarterly taxes were approved by the board and paid.  

Reports and Correspondences: WTA County meeting at Crystal Lake Township next Monday. WISLR paperwork was mailed in by the Board on October 16th. It was also reported the Evergreen Lane was fixed by the logging company. 

Permits for the month of September were read Zoning: Mark Groskreutz N6330 11th Rd Ag use building; Neal & Rebekah Carmen 11th Ct new house, UDC; Joseph & Susan Cassini N6091 12th Dr garage; Jordan & Kaycee Bittelman UDC underground service and connection, Ag use; Samuel & Tessa Shirley W5802 Ember Dr UDC deck.



Unfinished Business: The town electors voted to donate $1000 to the Sportsman’s Club for 2026 fireworks, earlier this evening. The Town will be paying $300 to the fire department for the impact wrench that was (and will be used) for adjusting the dam. 

New Business: The Bowmar Appraisal contract was discussed. There were two cost options available. Supervisor Daye made a motion (at 1929) to go with the $13,300/year option, seconded by Supervisor Kekow, all in favor, motion carried. The Clerk will forward on the zoning permits issued email she gets from the county, to Bowmar, to make sure they are aware of all improvements in the Town. Discussion was had about approving the 2026 Budget discussed in the Budget Hearing. An adjustment was made to the Assessor category, to reflect the contract approval, with the adjustment going into the Contingency Reserve. The difference between the expenditure and revenues was added to the General Building category. Discussion was also had about the playground equipment by the pond. It was decided to monitor this equipment through next year to see what is needed. Daye made a motion (at 1937) to approve the 2026 Budge, with these changes, seconded by Kekow, all in favor, motion carried. The Town Christmas Party will be December 15th at 6pm, after the 5pm monthly meeting, at Mikey’s Sportsman’s Tavern. 

Public Comment included comments from Gary Thalacker on spraying for weeds versus mowing the town’s ditches. He recommended spot spraying for invasive species. This is something Thalacker and Board will discuss further next year, to see what is best for the Town. The Clerk brought an email she received from a resident in Harrisville about possibly getting signs stating no jake brakes being used in Harrisville. The Chairman did not believe this was needed at this time, but will be discussed further if the topic comes up again. 

The meeting was adjourned at 7:38 pm.
