The Town of Harris Board of Supervisors meeting was called to order at 5:00pm by Chairman Glenn Thalacker. Clerk Darlene Wulf led the Pledge of Allegiance. Quorum was confirmed, with Supervisors Dennis Kekow and Dennis Daye were present. Others in attendance included Treasurer Mike Rozek, Fire Chief Greg Kemnitz, Dave & Pat Kappel, Gary & Mona Bibow, Joanie Kiggens, Nancy Bores, Cheryl Lee Eilert, Sharon Kekow, Kim Daye, Chris Klapoetke, Lynette and Ken Streich, Yvonne Fish, Dale Zajda, and Carol Streich. 

Minutes from November 17th, 2025, meeting were read by the Clerk and approved. 

The Treasurer’s report was read and approved by the board. The Treasurer brought up moving funds to the LGIP accounts and asked the board how they would like them dispersed. Supervisor Kekow made a motion (at 1717) to move the funds as the Treasurer suggested (budgeted amounts to their funds, $5000 to be used for cemetery paving, $40,000 to the contingency, and any remaining funds ½ to the contingency and ½ to the general funds), with Supervisor Daye seconding the motion. All in favor, motion carried. 

Monthly Vouchers #1901-1919 from General account for the month of December and #2043-2045 from the NEBAT tax account were approved by the board and paid. 

Reports and Correspondences included that the dam EAP has been approved by the DNR and the Chairman got all of the needed signatures. The document will be emailed out when we get the final signature from the DNR. Also, PACER numbers were given to the County highway department on 11/18/25 for them to submit to the state.

Unfinished Business: The dam inspection results from General Engineering came in. We will need to do some upkeep on the dam and submit pictures when done in the spring. We did not receive the completed report from GE until right before we got snow. The Clerk contacted the DNR and got the completion dates pushed back from February until May due to this. Poll workers were present to be sworn in for the 2026-2027 election term. 

New Business: The board approved the request (at 1727 Daye/Kekow) for an annual camping permit for Michael and Rebecca Uecker on 10th Ave. The Clerk will send out the signed paperwork to the Uecker’s and the county zoning department.

For Public Comment, Kekow brought up that a 7th sign has been knocked down on 11th Road. The Sheriff’s department is investigating. We are at about $1500 in replacement costs.
