ORDINANCE No. 2025 – 02
REGULATING NOXIOUS WEEDS AND INVASIVE SPECIES
IN THE TOWN OF SEVASTOPOL

WHEREAS, the Town of Sevastopol (“Town”) has previously adopted Ordinance No. 98-08, “Noxious Weeds Prohibited” on February 15, 1999, and Ordinance No. 01-2016, “Regulating Noxious Weeds and Terrestrial Invasive Plants” on November 28, 2016; and


WHEREAS, the Town is desirous of repealing and restating said ordinances; 


NOW, THEREFORE, the Town does hereby repeal Ordinance No. 98-08 and Ordinance No. 01-2016, and does ordain as follows:

Section 1.
PURPOSE.



This ordinance codifies the requirement for property owners to destroy noxious and invasive weeds and species upon their property in the Town and provides the Town with enforcement authority to require such action.  

Section 2.
DEFINITION OF DESTROY, NOXIOUS WEEDS AND INVASIVE SPECIES.



“Destroy” means the complete killing of the weed or plant by the use of chemicals, cutting, tillage, cropping system, pasturing livestock, or any or all of these in combination, at a time and in a manner as will effectually prevent the weed plants from maturing to bloom or flower stage.



“Noxious weeds” and “terrestrial invasive species” means those restricted weeds and species as defined by Wis. Stats. §66.0407, as amended, by Wisconsin Chapter NR 40 Administrative Rules, or by any Town or County ordinance or resolution declared to be noxious. The Town specifically includes the following which are defined as noxious weeds and/or invasive species:  Phragmites, Wild Parsnip, Common and Cut-leaved Teasle, Leafy Spurge, Field Bindweed, Garlic Mustard, Canada Thistle and Japanese Knot Weed.

Section 3.  NOXIOUS WEEDS AND INVASIVE PLANTS PROHIBITED.



A person owning, occupying or controlling land, and a person having immediate charge of any public lands, shall destroy all noxious weeds and terrestrial invasive plants on the land.

Section 4.  PUBLIC NOTICE.



The Town Clerk may publish a Class 2 notice under Wis. Stats., Ch. 985, that every person is required by law to destroy all noxious weeds and terrestrial invasive plants, as defined in this Ordinance, on lands in the Town which a person owns, occupies or controls.


Section 5.
ENFORCEMENT.  


Enforcement is done by the Wisconsin DNR, the County of Door, along with the Town Board or its designees.  If any person fails to comply with the provision of Wis. Stats. §66.0407, as amended, and Wisconsin Chapter NR 40, and said provisions adopted by the Town or County, the Town may, after five (5) days of written notice to the owner, cause the premises to be mowed and/or sprayed and the cost shall be entered on the tax roll as a special charge for services pursuant to Wis. Stats. §66.0627.

Section 6.  PENALTY.




Any person owning, occupying or controlling land in the Town, who fails to destroy all noxious weeds as required herein shall forfeit $50 for the first offense and $200 for subsequent offenses, together with the cost of prosecution, including all attorney fees and any and all other charges associated with the proceedings. 

Section 7.  SEVERABILITY.


If any provision of this ordinance or its application to any person or circumstance is held invalid,
the invalidity does not affect other provisions or applications of this ordinance that can be given effect without the invalid provision or application, and to this end the provisions of this ordinance are severable.


Section 8.  AUTHORITY.



This ordinance is adopted pursuant to the authority granted under Wis. Stats. §66.0407 and §60.22(3), and general authority under its village powers, Wis. Stats. §60.22, to adopt this ordinance.

Section 9.
EFFECTIVE DATE.



This ordinance shall become effective upon passage and publication according to law.
